While a day is 24 hours long, the period between sunrise and sunset is not always fixed.  Identify the following related to the change in the length of night and day, for ten points each.
a) The time when the sun crosses the celestial equator and the length of day and night are approximately equal, the vernal and autumnal ones occur March 21 and September 22 respectively.
Answer: Equinoxes
b) Occurring about June 21 and December 21, this is when the sun is the greatest distance from the celestial equator.  The summer one is the longest day of the year while the winter is the shortest.

Toss-Up #4
Responsible for the draft in a chimney, the movement of heat from the sun’s interior to its surface, and the actions of the wind, it is one of the primary mechanisms of heat transfer.  It may be natural or forced, depending on whether motion in the fluid occurs solely due temperature differences or is caused by an external force.  For ten points name this form of heat transfer.

Though the term became derogatory, Rudyard Kipling’s poem of this name expresses admiration rather than contempt.  For ten points, identify this name which also describes a nursery rhyme bear who had no hair.

One variety, sphagnum, occupies 1% of the surface of the Earth, and its ability to soak up liquids has made it useful for dressing wounds.  For ten points, identify this plant which can often be found in shady areas and on the north side of trees.
